HAY QUE
· A very general way of stating that someone or anyone must do something.

· “You must study in order to make good grades.”

· Hay que estudiar para sacar buenas notas.

· “You must work together to be successful.”

· Hay que trabajar juntos para tener éxito.

· “You must return books to the library on time.”

· Hay que devolver libros a la biblioteca a tiempo.

· “You must listen to the teacher to understand the lesson.”

· Hay que escuchar al profesor para entender la lección.

· In all four cases, the “YOU” isn’t necessarily “YOU” the person reading the sentences, or the person you are talking to – it is a very general “you” that encompasses everyone.  

· EX:  Hay que hacer ejercicio para mantener la salud.

· You must exercise to maintain your health.

· YOU (the student reading this sentences right now) are not the only one who must exercise, but ALL “YOUs” in the world must exercise!

SE PROHÍBE
· Works just like “hay que” in that it is a very general way of stating what someone or anyone is NOT allowed to do
· “It is forbidden to use cell phones in class.”

· Se prohíbe usar el teléfono celular en la clase.

· “You are not allowed to sell alcohol on Sundays.”

· Se prohíbe vender el alcohol los domingos.  

· “You are not allowed to buy medicines on the street.  You must go to the pharmacy.”

· Se prohíbe comprar medicina en la calle.  Hay que ir a la farmacia.

· “It is forbidden to cross the street on this corner.”

· Se prohíbe cruzar la calle en esta esquina.
