La Composición Final
You work for a major publishing company that specializes in children’s literature.  Your boss has recently learned of your prior studies and Spanish and has asked you to help the company reach an important demographic, the Hispanic population.  For your part, you have decided to create a collection of short children’s stories.  All of the stories in your book are geared toward a younger audience of readers (ages 7 – 12).  In each story, the main characters follow a plot that ends with some lesson to be learned.  

YOUR ASSIGNMENT:  Submit ONE of the stories that YOU wrote to your editor for final approval to be included in the collection.  Your story must follow the same general guidelines as the rest of the stories in the collection.

You must:

· have a cast of characters in your story

· have a consistent plot

· include a valuable lesson to be learned

· ensure that your story is age appropriate

Grading:

You:

· must use ALL grammatical structures learned in both Spanish I and II

· may NOT use any grammatical structures not learned in Spanish I or II.  

· may NOT use a dictionary or any online resource – at all.  You will have access to a vocabulary list from which you may pull vocabulary.  If it does not fall on those pages – DO NOT USE IT.  

IMPORTANT:  This is 33% of your final exam grade, and will ALSO count as your final composition for Spanish II (so, it counts twice)!  Failure to comply with the above statements will result in a zero for that portion of your final exam.  That means even ONE word that is not on the vocabulary list or even ONE grammatical structure that we have not covered in class will result in your composition being declared invalid.  This is your individual work.

Your story must:

· be in Spanish (duh!)

· be typed – double spaced, 12 pt font, times new roman (AND I KNOW THE DIFFERENCE)

· be 3 – 4 pages in length.  Anything less will NOT be accepted.
