IR is an irregular –ir verb.

The present tense forms of “ir” generally mean:
· to go --  

· to be going
· used to talk about things you are going to do in the future
· used to talk about places you are going to go in the future
Ir and all of its forms are almost ALWAYS followed by the word “a.”  (remember, in some cases:  a + el = al)
