Remember, the present tense conjugations of “tener”

(Be mindful, “tener” is a ‘-go’ verb and a “low top” stem changer)

(ella)
	(Uds)

(ellos)        tienen

“tener” generally has 3 uses:

· To have --  (TO POSSESS or TO OWN SOMETHING).

· Doesn’t have to be tangible, just has to be something that can belong to someone or something.  

· Ex:  An IDEA can belong to you – therefore it can be used with tener.  HOWEVER, FUN cannot belong to you, and cannot be used with tener.

· To have to do something

· must include the word “que” which has no translation in English.  “Tener que”

· Will always be followed by an infinitive verb.

· EX:  Tengo que echar una carta en el correo.  ¿Tienes que devolver el libro a la biblioteca?

· Idioms with tener.

· You also have the “tener phrases (idioms)”  in which tener translates to English as “to be”

· EX:  tener hambre, tener sed, etc.

· Tener ganas de – is an idioma that means to feel like doing something. 
· MUST BE FOLLOWED BY AN INFINITIVE

· EX:  Tengo ganas de comer en un restaurante en el centro.  (I feel like  going to a restaurant downtown.)
